JUDGE’S PROFILES

Obedience and Rally-O

Karen Brearley: I took my first Obedience class with a Golden Retriever
named Brew but never showed him. It wasn’t until our first Tervuren in 1993
that I was introduced into the world of competitive Obedience. My Tervurens
and Poms have brought home High in Class and High in Trial wins. We also
compete in Conformation, Herding and Rally. Our newest addition is a
Sheltie named “Ember” who finished her Championship and earned a Rally
and Herding titles all before one year of age. More recently, she has finished
her 2nd Herding title and her Am.CD with some lovely scores. I am certified
to judge all levels of Obedience as well as Rally and am a CGN Evaluator. I
volunteer as an instructor for the Junior Kennel Club and am also an
Evaluator for the St. John’s Pet Therapy program. “Ember” is a member of a
K9 Vaudeville Act, which performs and visits in care homes and Hospitals. I
love that my dogs can make people smile!

Lindsay Ibbotson: There was always a dog in the house when I was growing
up on the prairies. My mother trained everything from dogs to budgies to
crows, and passed this interest onto me. The dogs were part of the family. My
present companions are a Miniature Schnauzer and a Belgian Malinois. I am
a retired registered nurse, and have lived and worked in Vancouver for the
past 30 years.
I have been training obedience dogs since 1981 when I got my first Miniature
Schnauzer. This great little dog earned his American and Canadian utility
titles, hooking me into the sport. I enjoy the differing abilities of dogs from a
variety of breeds. I have trained a Rottweiler, a Malinois and 6 Miniature
Schnauzers. My dogs have earned titles in tracking and schutzhund as well as
Obedience; with 3 of the Schnauzers earning Canadian and American
championships in the show ring. My latest adventure has moved me into the
herding arena.
I was pleased with the addition of Rally Obedience to CKC events as it offers
trainers the opportunity to work their dogs, and have fun doing it. Enjoying
the journey should be the best part of dog training.
Training dogs has been my passion and recreational focus for many years.
When I entered my first Obedience competition in 1983, I never dreamed I
would be judging the sport one day.

Conformation:

Harry Tast: An FCI All Breed judge, Mr Tast has bred Wire Fox Terriers
under the Bonnie Step kennel name. His first dog was purchased in 1965 and
bred his first litter in 1968. He is fluent in Swedish, English, German and
French. Has judged in the following: Nordic countries and Australia,
Belgium, Canada, Estonia, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Kazakhstan,
Latvia, Lithuania, the Netherlands, Russia, Spain and South Africa. Year of
first qualification: 1985 Qualified to judge: all breeds. Mr Tast has been
awarded the Vuolasvirta Breeder’s Plaque of the Finnish Kennel Club. He
has been active in the club work and working as a member of the Finnish
Kennel club board and having been a.o.t. President of the Fox Terrier Club.
He has been decorated by the Black Russian Terrier Club and the Hungarian
Shepherd Club. Equestrian sports are his other hobby, and he is also an
International Dressage Judge and Gait Judge for riding horses and a member
of the National Stallion Committee.

Michael Shoreman: Mike has been active in the sport of breeding, showing,
performance events (field trials and earthdog events) under the affix Roschel
(Perm Registered) since 1970. With his wife Rosemary (see below) they have
bred several Canadian and United States All-Breed Best in Show, Group and
National event winning Weimaraners over the years. They are now actively
and successfully breeding and exhibiting Border Terriers. With a close
breeding association with the Conundrum Border Terriers in Leicester, they
are familiar with the dog world in the U.K. having attended many shows and
events.
Being a Canadian All-Breed Judge, Mike has judged around the world; from
Canada, the U.S., Australia, to awarding CC’s for Weimaraners in the U.K.
Also, he has judged many regional and national specialties in Canada, the
U.S. and Australia. For example the national specialties he has judged
include among others; the Weimaraner Club of America, the Australian
Boxer Club, the Australian Weimaraner Club, the Bull Mastiff Club of
Canada, the Lhasa Apso Club of Canada, the Pomeranian Club of Canada,
the Papillon Club of Canada, and the Petit Basset Griffon Vendeen Club of
Canada, the Flat Coated Retriever Club of Canada, the Shih Tzu Club of
Canada and the Doberman Pinscher Club of Canada.
He has judged at many of the major prestigious shows in Canada and the U.S.
including having the honour of judging Border Terriers at the Montgomery
County Terrier Show in 2004.
Mike has been active in many dog clubs, being President and founding
member of the Weimaraner Association of Canada, President and Director of
Caledon Kennel Association, Director of the Border Terrier Club of Ontario,
founding member of Border Terrier Canada. He also served for several years
as the Chairman of the Audit Committee for the Board of Directors of the
Canadian Kennel Club. In his professional life Mike was the Executive
Director of the Royal Ontario Museum, Canada’s premier Museum.



Rosemary Shoreman: Rosemary has been active in the sport of breeding,
showing, performance events (field trials and earthdog events) under the affix
Roschel (Perm Registered) with her husband, Michael, since 1970. They
have bred several Canadian and United States All-Breed Best in Show,
Group and National event winning Weimaraners over the years. They are
now actively and successfully breeding and exhibiting Border Terriers. With
a close breeding association with the Conundrum Border Terriers in
Leicester, they are familiar with the dog world in the U.K. having attended
many shows and events.
She has judged in Canada, the U.S.A., Australia and Venezuela. Also, she
has judged regional and national specialties in Canada, the U.S. and Australia
for Weimaraners.
Rosemary has been active in many dog clubs, being Secretary and founding
member of the Weimaraner Association of Canada, Director of Caledon
Kennel Association, Director of the Border Terrier Club of Ontario,
President and founding member of Border Terrier Canada, member of the
Strategic Planning Committee for the Canadian Kennel Club and member of
the Border Terrier Club of America and the Weimaraner Club of America.
While Secretary of the Weimaraner Association of Canada, she was Secretary
to the first Field Dog Test held in Canada. The Border Terrier Club of
Ontario also hosted the first Earthdog Test held in Ontario (2nd test
nationally) and Rosemary was on the Test Committee that hosted this event.
She was the Specialty Chair for the 2005 Border Terrier Club of America
National Specialty, including conformation, obedience, earthdog tests, agility
and tracking held in St. Louis, Missouri.

CLASSIFICATION - CONFORMATION
The following classes will be provided, divided by sex.

REGULAR CLASSES
JUNIOR PUPPY - 6 months & under 9 months on the day of the show
SENIOR PUPPY- 9 months & under 12 months on the day of the show
12-18 MONTH CLASS - for dogs 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on
the day of the show
CANADIAN BRED - for dogs born in Canada, Champions in any country excluded.
BRED BY EXHIBITOR - shall be for dogs owned and handled in the ring by the
breeder.
OPEN CLASS - shall be for all Dogs.
SPECIALS ONLY - This class will NOT be divided by sex. A dog may be entered
for “Specials Only” and such dog shall compete for Best of Breed award. If eligible
it must compete for the award of Best of Opposite Sex. All awards the dog earned at
the show will be cancelled if, at the time of closing of entries for the show, the dog
was not registered individually in the records of the Canadian Kennel Club or if the
dog has not earned all the championship points required for championship status.
The entry of a Listed Dog in this class is NOT allowed.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES
EXHIBITION ONLY - Dogs entered in this class may not compete in the regular
breed classes.

BORDER CROSSING
A valid and current rabies certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada.
Government regulations require this certificate must be dated at least 30 days prior to
re-entry into the United States. Increased security at the border crossing also requires
photo ID for all persons.

CANADIAN KENNEL CLUB SCHEDULE OF CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS
SECTION 2. The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be
allocated to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as follows: (*Includes the dog awarded
Winners.)
Dogs Competing* 1 2 3 to 5 6 to 9 10 to 12 13 or more
Points Allocated* 0 1 2 3 4 5
To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog awarded Winners, total all
the dogs in competition which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the
following official breed awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or Best of Opposite
Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above. A dog that is disqualified, dismissed,
excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall be included in the calculation for
championship points. Further section 15.1.12 {C} has been added and states the dog must:
“have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed level or group level.”
The system provides for additional points if a dog awarded winners also places in the Group as
listed hereunder.

A class Dog awarded Best In Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited with five
points inclusive of any points earned at the breed or group level. In no case may a dog earn
more that five (5) points at a single show. To earn a Canadian Championship, a dog must
earn at least ten championship points under at least three different judges; and be
individually registered with the Canadian Kennel Club, or have a CKC EVENT
REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN).

CLASSIFICATION – RALLY
Rally Novice A – Dogs competing in this class may not have won a CKC Rally Novice
(R.N) title or any CKC Novice obedience title. The handler of any dog in this class must be the
owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one
dog in this class. No dog may be entered in both Rally Novice A and Rally Novice B at any one
trial.

Rally Novice B – Any dog may complete in this class until a qualifying score in the Rally
Advanced Class is earned. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A
person may enter more than one dog in this class

Rally Advanced A – This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (R.N.)
title but have not won the Rally Advanced (R.A.) title or any CKC Novice obedience title. The
handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or a member of their immediate
families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. No dog may be entered in both
Rally Advanced A and Rally Advanced B at any one trial.

Rally Advanced B – This class will be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (R.N)
title. A dog completing the Rally Advanced (R.A.) title may continue to compete in this class
indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter
more than one dog in this class.

Rally Excellent A – This class will be for dogs that have won the Rally Advanced (R.A.)
title, but have not won the Rally Excellent (R.E.) title or any CKC Novice Obedience title. The
handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or a member of their immediate
families.

Rally Excellent B – This class will be for dogs that have won the Rally Advanced (R.A)
title. A dog completing the Rally Excellent (R.E.) title may continue to compete in this class
indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter
more than one dog in this class.
